      How I know the Bible is the word of God

                                      Part-5-The unity of the Bible
The bible is 66 books, 39 in the Old Testament and 27 in the New Testament, written over a period of 1500 years, in at least 3 different languages, by over 40 different writers and by people from several walks of life: kings, farmers, fisherman, priests, prophets etc. In many cases one did not know what the others had written, yet when these materials were gathered and put together they didn’t read like 66 books but like one book. How in the world is that possible? There had to be an architect that planned it all and each author was assigned by the Lord to prepare a piece of the project and when it all came together it was one whole unit perfectly fitting together with unity.
Solomon’s temple was a miracle when it comes to perfect unity. The Materials for the Temple were prepared off location and then transported to Jerusalem for assembly. Solomon made an agreement with Hiram, king of Tyre, to hew the timbers from the cedars of Lebanon. Solomon recruited 30,000 men to be the hewers and sent 10,000 to Lebanon to work for a month and then they were off two months and this rotated among the 30,000. Hiram’s servants also helped but no number is given of how many. 
Solomon assigned 70,000 to bear burdens. The timbers were floated along the coast of the Mederterian Sea and offloaded at a given point to be carried to Jerusalem. Solomon assigned 80,000 thousand men to work in the mountains as stonequarers and another 3,300 were to be overseers.  The materials were shipped to Jerusalem to be assembled and the Scripture adds that there was not even the sound of hammer or an ax or any other tools of iron because ever piece fit like precision. “And the house, when it was in building, was built of stone made ready before it was brought thither: so that there was neither hammer nor ax nor any tool of iron heard in the house, while it was in building” (1 Kings 6:7).
How do you suppose the above ever happened with more than a 173,000 workers involved? Do you think that everyone involved just started randomly making the pieces and shipping them to Jerusalem hoping that they would fit together to form the temple?  Or do you suppose that there was a master Architect who designed and specified each part, its measurements and design. Well of course we know it always requires a set of comprehensive blueprints to build something, if it is to fit and work properly. In this case it would even require more than the Wisdom of Solomon; God must have been the master architect and overseer.
The same is true with the Scripture. God knew in advance what he wanted the Scripture to say and so he designed it to be a complete and harmonious book which in essence is about Jesus and his salvation. The Old Testament symbols of Jesus were the sacrifices which foreshadowed the future coming of Jesus to offer himself as the ultimate sacrifice for sin. In the New Testament, the symbols and prophecies of the Old Testament were fulfilled. Jesus was sacrificed for our sins, the church was born, the glory of God now indwells man instead o f a tabernacle made by hands and man is now the temple of God. Jerusalem is regathered and in their homeland and yet to come: the end of the world systems and the beginning of the millennial age and finally the heavenly age, one complete unbroken narrative from Genesis to Revelation.
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
